What am I? – Students have to guess the word in bold as the explanation is read.

Brain

The part of the central nervous system enclosed in the cranium of humans and other vertebrates. Most recreational drugs have an effect on this organ.

Legal Drugs

I am permitted by law and include nicotine, caffeine and alcohol.

Illegal Drugs

I am forbidden by law and include cocaine and ecstasy.

Heroin

a white, crystalline, illegal narcotic powder, derived from morphine, formerly used as a sedative. Users often inject this drug with needles and it is powerfully addictive. 

LSD

A crystalline solid, a powerful psychedelic drug. In users it produces temporary hallucinations and a schizophrenic psychotic state.

Addiction

the state of being tied to a habit or practice to such an extent that its cessation causes severe withdrawal symptoms

Caffeine

A mild stimulant which is found in tea and coffee and cola. It increases the heart rate and blood pressure making the drinker feel more alert.

Alcohol

A flammable, water soluble liquid, intoxicating by drinking it is produced by yeast fermentation of carbohydrates.

Binge Drinking

the consumption of dangerously large quantities of alcoholic beverages in one session. It carries a serious risk of harm, including alcohol poisoning

Cirrhosis

A disease of the liver characterized by alteration of the tissue and obstructs correct functioning. Sometimes called alcoholic liver disease.

Tobacco

It causes yellowing of teeth; coughs; increased asthma attacks; shortness of breath and poorer athletic performance. Years of use of this has been linked to cancer.

Performance Enhancing Drugs

In sports, random drug tests are carried out to prevent cheating by using these type of drugs.
